














NZWS TRAINING UNIT DUETTE SHADES

PROTECT YOUR CHILDREN

Use these cord cleats. Be aware that it is possible for children to strangle in window covering cords. To reduce
the possibility of such an accident, all cords must be kept out of the reach of children, including infants. Cord
cleats are an effective way to implement this essential precaution. Attach the cord cleats 153mm to 305mm
apart at a height where they will be out of the reach of children. Take into account that a child may stand on a
baby cot or other furniture in an attempt to reach the cords. Once the cleats are attached, simply wrap the

excess cord around them after use of the shade shade, as shown. It’s fast, easy, and safe.

ARCHES: SHADES FOR HALF CIRCLE WINDOWS

All DUETTE* arches (half circle shades) are supported
along the bottom edge with a bottom rail is mounted

using a combination of standard installation brackets and

arch support clips. The minimum mounting depth for

arches is 12mm. To flush mount arch requires a depth of

42mm. To outside mount the arch requires a minimum

flat vertical mounting surface of 12mm. Place

intermediate  brackets evenly along the sill.

distance from the front/back of the window sill, so the '\/

arch will sit parallel with the window and wall.

INSTALLATION OF ARCH SUPPORT CLIPS

Arch support clips are screwed to the surface either through the hole in the top of the clip (inside mounts) or the
slot in the back (outside mounts). Install the first arch support clip at the top of the arch, so the clip holds the
centre cell of the fabric, as shown. If necessary, space additional clips (“Number of Clip”

chart) evenly along the arch so the clips are spaced no more than 450mm apart.
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DUETTE SHADES

OPERATION

Keep the cord close to the plane of the fabric when operating the shade; for best
results, do not pull the cord away from the shade more than 15°. To disengage the
locking mechanism, move the cord toward the centre of the shade approximately

30° from the vertical position. Raise or lower the shade while holding the cord at this

angle. To engage the locking mechanism, return the cord to the vertical position.

CARE AND CLEANING

1. Dust regularly with a feather duster or vacuum with a low suction vacuum attachment.

2. Spot clean fabrics by gently blotting with a damp cloth or sponge. Use lukewarm water, mild detergent and

light pressure.

FOR ENTIRE SHADE CLEANING:

1. Immerse in lukewarm water and mild detergent.

2. Move around gently for five minutes.

3. Rinse with clean water

4. Tilt rails to allow excess water to drain.

5. Reinstall shade in window; open fully to allow to dry.

NOTE: NIGHTFALL Blockout fabric must not be immersed in water. Spot clean only.
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
